The 15 kilometre walking trail offers visitors  
the opportunity to enjoy the beauty of Coffin 
Bay’s abundant flora and fauna plus magnificent 
water views.
The well-defined trail meanders along the 
foreshore, from Long Beach amongst the 
shacks, up to the lookout and through to  
Old Oystertown.
You can stroll any part of the Oyster Walk,  
here are some distances for popular sections.
1.	 Loop from the Caravan park up to the 

lookout and return via the cemetery – 4.2 km 
(allow 80 min)

2.	 Caravan park to boat ramp – 1.4 km  
(allow 40 min)

3.	 Boat ramp to Crinolin Point – 1.2 km  
(allow 30 min)

Please remember; keep on the trail, no bikes or 
motorcycles, dogs on leashes at all times and no 
pets in the Kellidie Bay Conservation Park.
